HPI: A 95-year-old female with dementia unspecified that has had an acute progression and significant BPSD. The patient can be fine one minute and then will just become accusatory far fetch things and start yelling and telling other people that they are crazy she did that with staff earlier today refusing to take medication, which was Depakote 125 mg in an attempt to decrease some of the behaviors that were seen then later she was rude to the DON who came and got me then to try to deal with her. The patient then got mad at me telling me that I had started looking in her cabinets yesterday and accusing her of being a druggie if where she got this I have no idea, but I told her no one thinks that I certainly do not and that no one was going through her cabinets or drawers. She started yelling louder so I just left because it looked like she was getting ready to be physical. I spoke with the DON and she is agreeable to looking into Geri psych. She is already contacted one facility and not having yet heard back from them and we discussed other facilities as a possibility if the first was not available. DON contacted her daughter gave her this information, daughter wanted to speak with me and asked if she were to come and get her mother to take her medication would we be able to let her stay here and I just told her that we are not going to go on a day by day will she take her medication today and be appropriate or will she be yelling and accusatory that upsets the rest of the facility. I also understand her hesitancy and I told her that Geri psych exists because of the patient’s need for them and that I have sent many people there and medications get adjusted and they come back functional. So we will see what she does and I told the DON that she needs to continue checking with Geri psych and preparing her patient’s information to be sent in the event that we need to do so.
