PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 60 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 99.6. Respirations 18. Pulse 24. Blood pressure 105/81.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed. Cobblestoning noted. The patient smells of strep.
NECK: Anterior chain lymphadenopathy noted.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Flu test is positive for B. Strep test is positive. She was treated with Tamiflu today and Amoxil.

2. Lots of liquid.

3. Tamiflu can cause nausea and vomiting.

4. Mother will watch out for that.
5. Give medication with food.

6. Lots of liquid.

7. Rest.

8. If not better in 24 hours, to call me.

9. Once again, the child does not appear to be septic.
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
