HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 2-year-old little girl. Mother brings her in today because she has been pulling on her right ear and she has been telling her mother that her ear hurts. This patient coincidentally was exposed to influenza B; her sister had that 10 days ago. The patient also tested positive for RSV at that time. Once again, it is almost two weeks ago now at this point. No issue with the RSV. No cough. No other illness or symptom described by the mother, just the verbalization that “my right ear hurts” and mother has seen her pull on the ear to remedy that.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress whatsoever. She interacts well with me. She maintains good eye contact. She tells me her ear hurts.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears do show bilateral tympanic membrane erythema right is worse than left. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Otitis media. The patient will be given Augmentin 250 mg/5 mL, 7 mL p.o. b.i.d. 10 days. She is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms, and return to clinic if not improved.

2. Of special note, we did a flu test as well and that was negative today. The patient can return to clinic p.r.n.
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
