HUBIER, JUDY

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 73-year-old female patient here complaining of acute onset of sore throat which started one day ago. She tells me her throat hurts so bad it is difficult for her to even swallow. She is not taking any medications for relief. Symptoms seem to be better when she is lying down resting and worse on activities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left index finger.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for smoking or drinking.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed. She is not in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/80. Pulse 87. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.2. Oxygenation 98%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Mild tympanic membrane erythema bilaterally. Oropharyngeal area: There is much erythema visualized. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Mildly obese, soft and nontender.

LABS: Today, include a strep test, which is negative; however, the visual presentation of the oropharynx does indicate it strongly resembles strep throat.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute pharyngitis, looks streptococcal visually.

2. The patient will be given Rocephin injection 1 g, to be followed by amoxicillin 875 mg b.i.d. x 10 days, #20.
3. She is going to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest, monitor symptoms, return to the clinic if not improving.
