Mrs. Sloat is a 79-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2015. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease, osteoporosis, peripheral vascular disease, COPD, mitral valve stenosis, history of colon cancer in remission and this was in 1998. For her diabetes, she is only on Tresiba 30 units once daily. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 9.2%. The patient failed metformin secondary to severe diarrhea.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 9.2. %. We will adjust her diabetic regimen and change her Tresiba to Soliqua 30 units once a day and recheck hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel in six to eight weeks.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on atorvastatin 80 mg daily.

4. For her coronary artery disease, continue to follow up with cardiologist.

5. For her osteoporosis, continue to follow with primary care provider.

6. Follow up with primary care provider, Dr. Shechtman.
