Donna is a 64-year-old woman with history of chronic pancreatitis, weight loss, confusion, and severe pain requiring around the clock pain medication, minimal appetite, severe weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, anemia, and also she suffers from COPD, tobacco abuse, coronary artery disease who has shown much decrease in her function. The patient is currently on hospice with endstage COPD and chronic pancreatitis falling very closely. The patient also is very weak likely because of loss of cardiac output because of atrial fibrillation and polyneuropathy. She currently has a KPS score of 50%. She complains of nausea, vomiting, not eating, weight loss, and protein-calorie malnutrition, requires help with he family to do her ADL. She lives with David Matlock her husband who is a primary caregiver. Overall prognosis is quite poor for this woman. For this reason, the patient has been admitted to hospice for the end-of-life care most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
