She also has history of anxiety, hypertension, and suffers from sundowner syndrome. She has become quite forgetful. She is not eating very much. She has lost weight. The family has decided against any further hospitalization or workup for this woman. Because of her worsening function, she is at a high risk developing decubitus ulcer because of protein-calorie malnutrition. She also suffers from joint pain and muscle weakness. She has a KPS score of 40%. She lives with her family member and her overall prognosis is quite poor. Hence, she meets the criteria for hospice with most likely less than six months to live.
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
