This is a 74-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of metastatic gastric cancer, BPH, HDL, and hypertension. The patient has developed weakness, fatigue and inability to walk. The patient is now bedbound. The patient had a potassium of 3.0. KPS score of 40%. Family members and the patient have decided against any further chemo or radiation therapy. Subsequently, the patient has been placed on hospice. The patient lives in nursing home known as Park Manor and has been having nutritional issues, weight loss, sleeping about 12-18 hours a day, severe weakness and issues with pain.

Hospice will be able to take care of the patient at the nursing facility and continue providing the patient with pain relief till the patient passes on. The patient is expected to do poorly. Most likely has less than six months to live. Family is aware of overall prognosis and the patient is hospice appropriate at this time. Most recent H&H was 8 and 24. Most recent albumin was 2.9. Once again, no chemo or radiation at this time recommended. The patient is most likely has less than six months to live.
