Ms. Santos is a 93-year-old woman with history of neurocognitive disorder with Lewy body dementia. She is 93 years old. She is having increased hallucination and decrease mentation. She has a KPS score of 40%. She is not eating very much. She is sleeping about 12-18 hours a day. She requires changing position every two hours. She is on a soft diet. Even with soft diet, she has choking episodes. Overall, prognosis is quite poor. The patient now weighs approximately 103 pounds that includes 20-pound weight loss that occurred recently. Overall prognosis is quite poor and the patient is expected to do poorly, remains hospice appropriate. The patient lives with her daughter Sylvia who is her primary caregiver who is aware of the patient’s overall prognosis. The patient remains hospice appropriate as I mentioned with less than six months to live.
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
