CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of heartburn, blurry vision, and right knee pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that lately she has pain in the left eye and blurriness in the left eye and there was no redness of the eye. No history of loss of vision.
The patient is also complaining of heartburn and it is on and off and the patient is taking omeprazole 20 mg once a day. The patient denies any nausea or vomiting. There was no change in the bowel habits or stool color.
The patient is complaining of right knee pain and it is worse upon exertion. Pain level is 6 or 7 and sometimes it is 12. The patient is subsequently not able to do any walking exercise.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper and lower extremities or skin rashes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on lisinopril 5 mg twice a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of gastritis and she is on omeprazole 20 mg once a day along with bland diet.

The patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and she is on vitamin D3 supplements 5000 units once a day.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Lumbar fracture in 2000.
ALLERGIES: None.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her daughter. She is a widow and she currently does not work. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use or substance abuse.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable and there is noted redness of the left eye.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Right knee examination reveals tenderness of the knee joint and there is minimal swelling. The weightbearing is most painful. Knee flexion is painful and it is limited to 30 degrees.
Low back examination reveals tenderness of the sacroiliac joint on the right side without any deformity.
Right ear examination reveals no *__________* or perforation of the tympanic membrane.
