The patient is seen with history of getting dirt in his right eye four to five hours ago with redness and some discomfort.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. HEENT: Slight erythema to the right eye without evident foreign bodies or abrasion to the cornea, able to move eye and with vision intact. No foreign body identified. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Foreign body right eye with minimal injury.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for erythromycin ophthalmic and uses moist compresses for continued care with the advice to see ophthalmologist or even go to the emergency room if child manifests increased pain and discomfort, presently in no distress. Eye injury precautions given with followup as needed with pediatrician.
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
