SOCIAL HISTORY: Smoking exposure none.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 38 pounds, O2 sat 98%, temperature 97.3, respirations 21, and pulse 132.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion. TMs slightly red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No tenderness over the bladder. No tenderness over the right lower quadrant.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Flu B is positive.
2. Tamiflu 45 mg b.i.d. for five days.

3. Lots of liquid.
4. Continue with Tylenol.

5. Continue with Motrin.

6. If she gets worse, develops nausea, vomiting or does not get any better in 24 hours, return.
