This is an 100-year-old woman currently on hospice with endstage Parkinsonism has been evaluated today with dizziness and face-to-face evaluation. She lives with her daughter Johnnie. She currently has a KPS score of 40%.
Her appetite has been diminished. She does have history of hypotension. For this reason, her lisinopril was discontinued and the patient currently is on Norvasc. With the Christmas holidays, her daughter is in town who has told her to stop taking her Norvasc and start taking sea moss. For this reason, I believe her blood pressure today is 190/90. I told the family that they need to start the Norvasc right away. Her blood pressure increased has caused dizziness which has increased her risk of fall. She currently is confused. She has decreased mentation, shuffling gait, and history of bowel and bladder incontinence with ADL dependency and her blood pressure is being elevated can be determent and cause stroke and heart attack and other serious health matters as this was discussed with her daughter Johnny, but she states that the other daughter that comes to town every Christmas is the one that made the changes. This was also discussed with the nurse regarding restarting her medication right away. Nevertheless, she continues to decline. Other comorbidities include history of colon cancer, dementia, hypertension, and orthostasis as well as neuropathy. Her weight is down 2 pounds as I mentioned.
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
