Mr. Pouncy is a 78-year-old gentleman with history of prostate cancer, bone metastasis, severe pain related to the metastasis, essential hypertension and type II diabetes. The patient currently has a KPS score of 50%. He is single. He lives alone. He is in severe pain. He requires pain medication around the clock and has been told that not any other treatments available for him given his weight loss, his chronic pain, and the lack of treatment for his prostate cancer. He has decided to accept hospice care at home. Hospice will help him educate and control his symptoms at home as well as help him with bathing and ADLs.
His problem started sometimes on or about January 2023 when he presented with back pain. He felt like it was related to riding his tractor. The patient subsequently has a PSA of 6000. His pain was 10/10. He was subsequently started on chemotherapy including Lupron, Zytiga, and prednisone. His PSA continues to fluctuate never responded well to the treatment. He also became anemic with H&H of 9 and 27. Protein-calorie malnutrition with albumin of 3.3 and total protein of 5.4. He subsequently stopped all his medications because of widely metastatic prostate cancer and lack of response to treatment and has been placed on hospice at this time. The patient most likely has less than six months to live and is very much hospice appropriate.
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
