CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of right-sided throat discomfort, right ear decreased hearing, dandruff, skin rashes, and followup after blood test.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed mild pain in the right side of the throat especially upon swallowing and there is no difficulty breathing. The patient also noticed decreased hearing in the right ear without any ear discharge and there is no dizziness.
The patient has dandruff on and off for past two years and he has seen dermatologist and he has used ketoconazole shampoo without much relief. The patient also has skin rashes around the ear and the base of the neck.

The patient has an extensive workup done including CBC, iron studies, and hemoglobin electrophoresis and the results reviewed with the patient and it consistent with thalassemia minor.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or snoring.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for seborrheic dermatitis.
FAMILY HISTORY: Significant for thalassemia minor.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his parents. He is in college. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient is fairly active.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals impacted cerumen in both the ears without any discharge or bleeding. Oropharyngeal examination reveals right tonsillar enlargement without any significant abnormality and left tonsil is absent.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement, thyroid enlargement, or stridor.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.
Scalp examination reveals dandruff and skin examination reveals skin rashes especially behind the ears bilaterally and also *_________* and there were no open wounds.
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
