CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after x-ray for neck pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen in emergency room for neck pain and she had a cervical spine x-ray showed significant degenerative changes without any fracture and discussed with the patient and her son in detail and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
There is controllable now and the patient is advised to start stretching exercises.

The neck pain level is less than 4 without any radiation.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or bowel incontinence.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals minimal tenderness of the soft tissues of the cervical spine and range of movement is limited due to pain otherwise at her baseline.
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
