CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of whole body aching, burning urination, and followup for hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she was started on clindamycin a week ago and she is developed itching allover the body. She stopped the medication and now she has residual itching of the whole body but better than before. The patient also complained of burning urination, but she has not seen any blood in the urine.
The patient came today as a followup for hypertension and her blood pressure lately has been high.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, calf swelling or leg swelling, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or open wounds.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on amlodipine 5 mg once a day and atenolol 100 mg one tablet a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient also has a history of vitamin D deficiency and she is on vitamin D3 supplement 2000 units everyday.

The patient has a history of hypokalemia and she is on potassium chloride 20 mEq one a day.

The patient has a history of constipation and she is on MiraLax generic powder 17 g mix in a water everyday.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her daughter and she is currently retired. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient has a history of bronchiectasis and has been seen by pulmonologist and has a followup appointment in next one month.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and there is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
