HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 3-month-old little girl. Mother brings her in due to having cough and slight fever. She has been pulling on her ears as well.

No other issues verbalized. Eating well and taking fluids well. Maintains good eye contact. No sense of lethargy. Otherwise, normal behavior.

She has plenty of wet diapers on a daily basis as well, taking her feedings very well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: None.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake and seems alert. She has good eye tracking. She does not cry excessively. She is easily consoled by the mother during the exam. Mother is holding the baby on her lap.

VITAL SIGNS: Respirations 22. Temperature 99.3. Oxygenation 99%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Do show bilateral tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area non-erythematous. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur.

LUNGS: Completely clear. She represents normal breathing effort. No issues with the lungs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Cough and otitis media. The patient will receive amoxicillin per weight protocol twice a day for 10 days for the otitis media. Concerning cough, it does not look to be extensive or very significant, just a few coughs here and there. Lungs are clear. Very few medications for a 3-month-old and it is nonsignificant cough, we are not going to treat that today.
2. I have advised the mother plenty of rest, plenty of fluids, monitor symptoms and return to the clinic or call if needed.
