HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 59-year-old gentleman comes in with cough, congestion, and sputum production. His story goes back to Saturday after Christmas he was diagnosed with flu A at a clinic where he was seen, not our office. He called and asked me if he should take the Tamiflu, I stated absolutely, but he never took the Tamiflu. Subsequently, he has come down with cough. No fever. No chills. No hematemesis or hematochezia, but the cough is what is bothering him at this time. His wife is quite upset because of his glioblastoma; she does not want him to get pneumonia.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Atrial fibrillation, hypertension, ED, and glioblastoma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy and craniotomy.
MEDICATIONS:
1. Onfi 10 mg once a day for seizure control. He is not currently taking any chemotherapy.

2. He takes Lamictal 500 mg twice a day.

3. Bystolic 10 mg a day.

4. Xarelto was changed to Pradaxa because of cost.
5. Triamterene stays as before.

ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Flu shot yes. Pneumonia shot, he refused it and never got it; he has a tendency to do what he wants to do.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He is not able to drive any longer because he was hospitalized recently with possible TIA, possible lacunar stroke; possibly the effect of glioblastoma, but nevertheless he is concerned about having a seizure. He has left-sided weakness and sometimes increased confusion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 197 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 98.0. Respirations 20. Pulse 77. Blood pressure 124/70.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. No sign of pneumonia per chest x-ray.
2. Recent flu A.

3. Did not take any medication.

4. Vertigo.

5. Now has bronchitis.

6. Glioblastoma.

7. Rocephin 1 g now.

8. Decadron 8 mg now.

9. Z-PAK.

10. Medrol Dosepak.

11. Albuterol inhaler.

12. Lots of liquid.

13. Rest.

14. Come back if he is not better in the next three to five days.

15. Once again, chest x-ray today was negative for pneumonia.

16. Recommend for him to take his pneumonia shot and he states he will do it next time he is at MD Anderson.
