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Jacqueline West continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes with hyperglycemia.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Hypertension.

4. Hypothyroidism.

5. Nephropathy.

6. Chronic kidney disease.

7. Hypothyroidism.

Current Medications: Ozempic 0.25 mg weekly, metformin 1000 mg twice daily, fenofibrate, Synthroid 0.1 mg daily, Crestor 40 mg daily, and lisinopril 20 mg daily.

On this visit, there were no major complaints relative to the diabetes.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 140/78, weight 133 pounds, and BMI is 23.6. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with fair control and A1c of 7%, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, nephropathy, chronic kidney disease, and hypothyroidism.

I have asked that she discontinue the metformin in the evening and will have labs performed by her primary physician.

As I am retiring in March 2025, she may require referral to another endocrinologist in the Henry Ford System.
