Claire Wardlow has been seen for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Insulin pump therapy.

4. Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

Current Medications: Insulin via the pump, Synthroid 0.125 mg daily, lovastatin 40 mg daily, and amlodipine 10 mg daily.

On this visit, there were no major complaints relative to the diabetes.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 144/78, weight 184 pounds, and BMI is 28. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent Lab Studies: TSH 0.53, hemoglobin A1c 6%, and urine microalbumin negative.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes, treated with insulin pump with good control of blood sugars. She also has hypothyroidism, which is well compensated on her current dosage of thyroid hormone.

I have asked that she continue the current program. I will see her back in followup in the near future.

As I retire at the end of March 2025, she will require follow up by a neurologist.
