CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 66-year-old African American female seen preoperatively as she is scheduled for cataract extraction, right eye.

The patient is now anticipated to have surgery and is seen preoperatively. She denies chest pain, shortness of breath, palpitations, or other cardiovascular symptoms. FAMILY HISTORY: A brother died at age 15 of cardiac disease. A cousin died at age 14 of cardiac disease. Father died at age approximately 60. Mother died of suicide. A cousin required heart monitor at age 14 and subsequently required surgery x 2.
SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has had recent weight loss. She reports night sweats.

Gastrointestinal: She has had diarrhea.

Genitourinary: She has had frequency and urgency.

Hematologic: She has easy bruising.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 126/81, pulse 72, respiratory rate 19, height 61”, and weight 132.2 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm 68 beats per minute. There is slight ST elevation in the inferior leads, cannot rule out prior pericardial injury versus myocardial injury.

IMPRESSION:
1. Cataract.

2. Preoperative cardiovascular clearance.
3. Abnormal EKG.

PLAN:
1. Echo and Zio patch testing prior to her surgery especially given strong family history of cardiovascular disease.

2. At this time, I will defer clearance.
