The patient was alert, oriented and cooperative. The patient was provided counsel, education and also encouragement. She described the depression medication has been helping, but because of the pain, her depression get worse, but she can focus better. She is working as a nurse in a Standard Care Facility. The patient was cooperative, alert and oriented. Mood was euthymic. Affect was sad. Speed was clear. She was cooperative. She is having good interaction. There was no suicidal or homicidal behavior. The patient was given _______ difficulties and the problem. The patient has history of assault and injury in previous nursing home.
