PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake. He is alert and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 106/56, pulse 72, temperature 97.9, respiration 20, pulse ox 97%, and blood sugar 214.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric. No ear or nasal discharge.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right foot diabetic wound being followed by podiatry.

Neuro: He is awake and alert.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Substance use disorder. He has been maintained on Suboxone.

2. Coronary artery disease.

3. Status post coronary artery bypass graft.

4. Cardiomyopathy.

5. Peripheral vascular disease.

6. Hypertension.

7. Diabetes mellitus.

8. History of right foot transmetatarsal amputation.

PLAN: I have refill prescription for Suboxone and discussed with the patient and he has agreed. I have reviewed all his medications will be continued. I have given him the refill on his Suboxone. Care plan discussed with the patient also the nursing staff at local skin care and podiatry followup.
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
