CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with his daughter as a followup after hospital discharge.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated through interpreter that he had seizures at home and he was witnessed by the family and the patient was unresponsive. Paramedics were called and the patient was then brought to the emergency room at the nearest hospital where he had extensive workup done and he was then admitted with seizures disorder. The patient had CT scan of the brain did not show any acute bleeding. After that the patient was started on Keppra 500 mg twice a day and since then he has no more seizures at home. The patient is stable, but he is not driving and not doing any kind of work.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.
Emergency room visit records were reviewed and discussed with the patient in detail.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he does not smoke any cigarettes and does not use any alcohol.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Has a right side weakness is chronic. There are no new changes. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
