CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right and left ear pain, right ear decreased hearing and followup for hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he noticed pain in the right ear about a week ago and also similar pain in the left ear and he has decreased hearing in the right ear. The patient was not able to work due to ear pain initially and after that the patient took some pain medication and started feeling better. Also the patient has hypertension and lately his blood pressure has been stable.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear discharge, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, excessive weight loss or weight gain, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for gout and he did not have any attacks lately and the patient is monitoring his diet intake.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on lisinopril 5 mg two tablets twice a day along with low-salt diet.

SOCIAL HSITORY: The patient lives with his wife and he has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse and the patient’s exercise is mostly walking and he works fulltime job.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals inflammation of the tympanic membrane and also there is impacted cerumen in the right ear. There is no active bleeding. Nasopharyngeal examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
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
