The patient presents with history of cough, wheezing past several days and has history of chronic lung disease secondary to medications given for rheumatoid arthritis per the patient with history of rheumatoid arthritis and getting weekly injections and also sees pulmonologist, using home O2 nasal cannula twice a day and at night.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits with oxygen saturation of 94%. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Diffuse wheezing with scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had routine testing, was given nebulizer treatments because of presence of wheezing about two times with clearing.
DIAGNOSES: The patient now diagnosed with diagnoses of acute bronchial asthma with history of lung disease by history and rheumatoid arthritis.
PLAN: Follow up with pulmonary doctor to see in a few weeks as well as rheumatologist with prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak given in the office.
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
