HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 70-year-old woman, bedbound, lives at home, total care, has 24-hour care; two women that change position, change shifts every 12 hours, with history of dementia Alzheimer type. The patient used to work in Walmart. She is divorced. She has three children. She does not smoke. She does not drink alcohol. She is now beginning to speak in one or two words. She is not speaking to me today during the face-to-face evaluation.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: The only surgery she has had is knee surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Include trazodone 50 mg at night, Aricept 5 mg a day, Namenda 10 mg a day, and Seroquel 50 mg a day.
Once again, she is total bedbound, ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. She has a KPS score of 40%. Caregiver today tells me that she has had decreased weight and decreased appetite and overall increased debilitation; she is skin and bone she states and she has been eating very little and has lost at least 10 pounds in the past six weeks.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 97%; she is not on oxygen, of course. Respirations 18. Pulse 82. Blood pressure today is 160/106.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Findings are consistent with a very thin, debilitated, 68-year-old woman with end-stage dementia/Alzheimer and, given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.

2. Findings were discussed with the caregiver at length before leaving the residence.
