CC: Routine followup.
HPI: An 88-year-old female seen in room. At last visit had been told that she had an appointment with Hearts for Hearing, which I had done a referral letter for the authorization of at no cost hearing aids. I asked her today if she had them and she states she does have them and they are helpful when staff put them in. She is not able to maneuver putting them in on her own. I told her I would write an order for them to put them on in the morning and take them off at bedtime and she is agreeable to that. Overall, she feels good and has no complaints. It is clear when she is talking to me that she has memory deficits.

PMH: Unspecified dementia, normal pressure hydrocephalus, generalized senile debility, depression, hypothyroid, GERD, HLD, insomnia, generalized arthralgias and hypertension.

ALLERGIES: TALWIN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/07/23.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is reclined in her recliner. She is alert and makes eye contact.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/60, pulse 90, temperature 97.4, respirations 17, and O2 sat 98%.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Her lung fields are clear without cough and symmetric exertion.

CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop. PMI is nondisplaced.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She moves her arms. She has trace lower extremity edema. She is weightbearing for transfers only which is a two person assist and then is transported in a manual wheelchair.
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NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 2. She has to reference for date and time. Speech is clear. She appeared to be hearing adequately. She could ask for what she needed, but is limited in information that she can give because of memory deficits. She did not know who I was and did not call meeting me before.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. HOH order for staff to place her hearing aids in the morning and take them off at bedtime.

2. General care. She is not due for labs at this time and I will follow up on BPs that have been documented and it does not appear though there needs to be any change in her medication.
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
