CC: Decline.

HPI: An 82-year-old gentleman who was seen on 12/21/23. Daughter was present as patient had declined and was staying in bed and had decreased p.o intake no longer ambulatory requiring a transport in a wheelchair. X-rays done at that time were negative for any fracture or dislocation of the lumbosacral area and showed bilateral hips with degenerative change. The patient was started on pain medication however since then pain is managed but the patient wanted to stay in bed. He is sleeping throughout the day and has to be awaken for meals and has had decreased p.o intake as well as fluid. He also got increased confusion and hallucinations. He is unable to be re-oriented and has now become nonverbal.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and looks around.

RESPIRATORY: Respiration rate increased slightly and at times labored. Roxanol has decreased his respiratory rate and ease of respiration.

SKIN: Cool to touch. 

EXTREMITIES: Modelling noted in bilateral lower extremities.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient was found in his room ambulating independently when staff went to check. He was reaching out with both hands into the air when seen. The patient has a fairly good neck and truncal stability in manual wheelchair which requires the patient be transported as he is unable to propel it for any distance.

NEUROLOGIC Orientation x 1. Primarily nonverbal unable to communicate needs and now requiring assist with six of six ADLs.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Decline. The patient is on comfort measures only for the last 72 hours. He is again full assist to include for feeding. Staff have adjusted Roxanol to cover both pain and respiratory issues.

2. Agitation with increased confusion. He has Ativan Intensol 2 mg/mL with 0.5 mL q.4h p.r.n. He has had a dose when he was agitated and it did relax him. He did not fall asleep however.

3. Social. His daughter/POA is present. She came in from Arizona and likely will stay there until he either significantly improves or passes. She has kept abreast of every change that is ongoing and she has had requests of medication change which i.e. Roxanol or Ativan and it was explained to her why they are going to continue to be used.
