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Brandon Schulte continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Proliferative diabetic retinopathy.

4. Diabetic nephropathy.

5. Obesity.

Current Medications: Mounjaro 0.5 mg weekly, Tresiba 62 units in the morning and 9 units at bedtime, and NovoLog 20 to 30 units three times a day.

On this visit, there were no major complaints. His blood sugar control continues to fluctuate.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 7.7%, elevated.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 118/70, weight 232 pounds, and BMI is greater than 40.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with suboptimal control and other complications as in the previous diagnosis list.

We have changed his Tresiba to 66 units in the morning and 30 units at bedtime. We will continue NovoLog at the current dosage. He is encouraged to follow a strict diet with exercise. We will return for followup in three months.

As I retire in March 2025, he will require followup with a new endocrinologist.
