REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
With these symptoms, the patient underwent nasal swab testing for COVID infection and it was positive and the patient is now quarantined and I had a long discussion with the patient and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.

ASSESSMENT: COVID-19 infection.

PLAN: Quarantine for five days and follow the CDC protocol.

Start Paxlovid three tablets p.o. twice a day #30 pills.

Complete rest at home and followup appointment after 7 to 10 days.
