CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of high fasting blood glucose, neck pain, headache, abdominal cramps, and absence of menstrual periods.

The patient stated that she has neck pain on and off for past two months. This time her neck pain is about three days after she pushed a grocery bag and the pain level is 4 or 5 without any radiation to the upper extremities.

The patient also stated that lately her fasting blood glucose is ranging from 140 to 160 mg/dL. She does not have any dryness of mouth, numbness or tingling.

The patient described headache associated with neck pain and it is not throbbing.

The patient has mild abdominal cramps five days ago and it is progressively getting better. Today she has no abdominal cramps.

The patient has no more menstrual periods and she is going to be seen by gynecologist.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain or weight loss, double vision, sore throat, cough, fever, chills or exposed to any infections.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no significant abnormality.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Minimal tenderness of the soft tissues of the cervical spine and range of motion is limited and sometimes painful.
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
