The patient presents with history of cough, congestion for the past two weeks, with reported shortness of breath with exertion with a PO2 reported at 95%.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He states he had inhalation burn four months ago, cleared after one or two days without residual problems.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in mild distress. PO2 was 95% prior to breathing treatment, increased to 98%. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

Chest x-ray obtained without acute findings.

PLAN: The patient as above was given nebulizer treatment with albuterol with marked improvement. Given injection of Rocephin and dexamethasone injection with prescription for Z-PAK, Medrol Dosepak and DM for cough with home nebulizer using albuterol. To follow up as needed and to see PCP for further evaluation. Needs complete physical exam. Also, with history of psychiatric disorder, receiving care at Burke Center in Livingston, to follow up there for those problems.
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
