The patient presents with cough and congestion for three days getting worse per father.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with father.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Bronchitis, with pharyngitis, with upper respiratory infection, without strep.
PLAN: Treated with azithromycin and dextromethorphan for cough with respiratory precautions. Use home vaporizer and to follow up with PCP in the next few days and here if necessary.
