Mr. Frame is a 67-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. The patient has stage IV New York Heart Association congestive heart failure, high risk of fall, very weak, swelling of his lower extremity. His O2 sat hovering about 90-91% on room air. He has oxygen available. He also has had cardiac cachexia, but his weight has been stable at this time. His heart rate hovers around 110 today. He gets short of breath with ambulation and sometimes at rest. He has a KPS score of 40%; requires help with ADL. He has bowel and bladder incontinence. He also suffers from PVD, COPD, cardiomegaly, and endstage heart failure systolic in nature with decreased EF. His pain appears to be better controlled. He has no issues with nausea and vomiting at this time. His biggest problem is shortness of breath. Appetite has been down as well. He has a nebulizer that he uses from time-to-time, but he “hates to be dependent on anything,” so he uses his oxygen and nebulizer sparingly; we had a discussion about this today. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
