This is an 85-year-old woman currently on hospice with diagnosis of congestive heart failure. She recently had change in medication where her Lasix was increased to b.i.d. For that reason, her edema is now improved. Her shortness of breath is improved. She is still having orthopnea. She is still having PND. She is still having issues with being able to care for herself. She is ADL dependent. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. We had planned to change her from gabapentin to Lyrica, but she decided to stay on the gabapentin at a higher dose. She was only taking it once a day 600 mg; now, she is taking it two to three times a day and some days she has no pain whatsoever.
She also has right-sided weakness that increases her debility. She belongs to New York Heart Association class IV as far as CHF is concerned. Her KPS score is 40%. Her medications were reviewed especially the new changes and we will continue with current medication at this time.

She remains bowel and bladder incontinent. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
