CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 71-year-old gentleman with a history of liver disease, GERD, BPH and seizure disorder.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein is 5.2 and albumin 2.1, both levels low; with his liver disease, unlikely that he makes the adequate levels needed, so it comes primarily from diet and we will recommend to him increasing his protein and protein drinks would be a quick and accessible way to do so, so I am recommending that.
2. Hyperbilirubinemia. T-bili is 2.6; high end of normal is 1.0. The patient is anicteric and we will look into previous levels that he may recall having to see if this is his baseline or near it. We will also look into symptoms of pruritus, which is common with an elevated bilirubin.
3. Hypocalcemia. Calcium is 8.2. Recommend Tums that the patient can take 750 mg one daily.
4. Anemia. H&H are 12.0 and 36.1 with macrocytic indices of 101.8 and 33.8. B12 and folate are the etiologies and a supplement containing both will be recommended.
5. Thrombocytopenia. Platelet count is 39,000 quite low, but no increased bruising or active or intermittent bleeding and we will look into previous platelet levels.
6. Ammonia level, that value is still pending, so we will have staff look into it on Thursday give it a few days.
7. Screening hemoglobin A1c, it is 5.8, so within a normal range. No evidence of DM II.
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
