CC: Pain management.

HPI: An 81-year-old gentleman with a history of chronic musculoskeletal pain secondary to polyarthritis. He was started on Norco 5/325 mg shortly after I assumed care about a year ago and he had benefit with it and then reached a point in September and October where he felt like his pain was recurring near the previous level. Discussed with him the use of NSAIDs he did not want to do that so he was open to an increase in the Norco to 7.5 mg on a t.i.d. routine, which was what the 5 mg was on. He has been using it for the past two months and recently has started deferring it stating that it makes him drowsy. I spoke to him today and I let him know that I was aware that the 7.5 mg Norco was causing drowsiness so I would discontinue that if he chose which he did and we could try an NSAID or go back to the 5 mg of Norco. His answer was quick that he wanted to go back to the 5 mg and that he could tolerate a little bit of the pain but that it mostly helped him at that dose.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Chronic pain management secondary to polyarthritis. We will discontinue Norco 7.5/325 mg in place start Norco 5/325 mg one p.o. t.i.d. I will followup in two weeks.
