CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 49-year-old Asian female with history of hematochezia.

HPI: The patient is a 49-year-old female who was initially evaluated in the office in 2022. At that time, she had reported anxiety. Her husband was noted to have hematochezia and the patient had subsequently noted abdominal pain and anxiety. She was noted to have a breast mass for which she was referred to Dr. Yvette Gentry. She was further noted to have an eczematous rash involving the forearm and thumb. She was felt to have eczema and was started on Lidex cream. The patient is now seen in followup. She reports that she is doing well. She has had no chest pain, orthopnea, or PND.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As noted, includes that of:

4. Dyspnea.

4. Referred to Dr. Melanie Hom for a routine ophthalmology evaluation.

5. Referred to Dr. Silvia Villagomez for routine colonoscopy for followup. The patient is to have a telemedicine followup within one month of today’s visit.
