HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 60-year-old gentleman, lives in Carolina Street. He is a smoker and drinker. He lives with mother who has a history of dementia. He is single. He has no children. He does mostly temp work all of his life.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, high cholesterol and pain issues.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Surgeries include knee surgery and back surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Medications include folic acid 1 mg a day, oxycodone 30 mg q.6h., Mobic 15 mg a day, multivitamins, Tylenol and tizanidine 4 mg a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
VACCINATIONS: Up-to-date.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of colon cancer. Mother is alive at 85 with dementia who the patient is taking care of at this time.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He is in much need of help at home despite the fact that he is taking care of his mother, he is becoming much weaker and requires help with ADL.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress at this time.
VITAL SIGNS: O2 sats 95% on room air. Pulse 71. Respirations 18. Blood pressure 140/80.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Mr. Davis is in a desperate need of provider services both for him and for his mother, which he has been helping and caring for, for sometime.
The patient’s blood pressure is controlled at this time. He is not taking any medication for his blood pressure and the medications he is taking are controlling his symptoms of chronic pain.
I recommended for him to see a pain specialist for possible ESI and being able to cut back on his medications.
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
