SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today as a followup after work related injuries resulting in right shoulder pain, forgetfulness, neck pain, and left knee weakness. The patient stated that he has right shoulder pain and it is worse upon exertion. The pain level is 6 or 7 upon activity and it is 3 or 4 upon resting. The patient uses over-the-counter pain medications with some relief.

The patient stated that he has been forgetful since the accident and sometimes has remembering phone numbers and the names which he never had before problem. The patient also complained of neck pain mostly on the left side. The pain level is 6 or 7 upon exertion and it is relieved after resting. The patient also complained of left knee weakness and sometimes difficulty walking, but there is no significant pain. The patient never hit the left knee.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is working light duties and he has been helped by the family members to drive to the place.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals numbness on the right side of the head and face.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Left knee examination reveals minimal muscle weakness, but the patient is able to walk; however, the gait is slow. The patient has right shoulder tenderness especially on the rotator cuff anteriorly. AC joint is mildly tender and range of movement is limited due to pain. Handgrips are bilaterally equal.
Cervical spine examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues of the cervical spine and range of motion is also limited.
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
