CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical and also complaining of right facial pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that the right facial pain has started after the injury resulting in head injury and the pain level on the right side of the face is 5 or 6. The pain is worse upon exertion and it is relieved after resting.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or open wounds.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: In the past the patient has no significant medical problems except work related injury recently and recently had head injury resulting in pain and discomfort on the head and also resulting in right-sided facial pain along with memory impairment.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother has diabetes mellitus.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has two children, they are adult. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient’s exercise is mostly walking and he is on healthy diet.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals tenderness of the right side of the face starting from the scalp and the pain is worse upon talking or movement of the face.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination reveals numbness of the right side of the scalp around the site of injury and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan. He is going to be seen by neurologist for the facial pain and the post injury headaches and discomfort.
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
