SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today as a followup for diabetes and his blood sugar readings are in the fasting state ranging from 110 to 130 mg/dL. The patient started feeling much better; however, his right scalp discomfort is persistent along with occasional right-sided facial pain upon exertion. 

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling. The patient sometimes has difficulty remembering the names and the date of birth, which he claims that it has started after his head injury.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for diabetes and he is taking insulin Aspart according to the sliding scale, propranolol 60 mg once a day as prescribed by neurologist along with rosuvastatin 5 mg once a day for hypercholesterolemia.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is living with his family and has no history of smoking cigarettes or alcohol use. His work performance is good.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals numbness and twitching of the right side of the face and the scalp.
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
