Dear Dr. Underhill:

This is a followup for Mrs. Lazzaro with prior biopsy-proven proliferative glomerulonephritis secondary to lupus.  Last visit a year ago.  Diagnosis of Grave’s disease based on abnormalities on the eyes.  She is taking tapazole already close to six months as well as treatment for Grave’s disease affecting the eyes.  Follows with endocrinology Dr. Panchal.  She was having double vision but is improved.
Review of System:  Otherwise extensive review of system being done and is negative.
Medications:  Low dose of prednisone and Plaquenil.  She is up-to-date with the eyes without toxicity from this medication, tolerating the tapazole, for her eyes gets infusion Tepezza.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 126/88 on the left-sided.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No ascites, edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries in December; normal kidney function.  No activity in the urine for blood, protein or cells.  No increased albumin.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.  Minor decrease of sodium.
Assessment and Plan:  History of biopsy-proven proliferative glomerulonephritis from lupus.  Presently not active.  No activity in the urine.  Stable kidney function and other chemistries.  Blood pressure in the office appears to be well controlled.  She has actively been treated for Grave’s disease affecting the eyes as indicated above.  Has tolerated tapazole without hematological abnormalities.  We will see her in one year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
