Dear Dr. Moutsatson:

This is a followup for Mrs. Yun who has chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in April.  I was able to talk on the phone with the daughter Allan as the patient has limited English.  There has been no hospital admission.  Weight is stable.  Eating well.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel problems or bleeding.  No decrease in urination or infection, cloudiness or blood.  Denies chest pain or palpitations.  Remains physically active.  No syncope.  No dyspnea.  No orthopnea.  No claudication.  No edema.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  For blood pressure HCTZ and Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home apparently okay, in the office 135/84.  No respiratory distress.  Alert.  Normal speech.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites, edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries from December 23; creatinine 1.18, previously 1.4-1.5, present GFR of 46 stage III.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 9.9.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III.  No progression, actually numbers look improved.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  We are going to arrange for EPO treatment for anemia.  Mild metabolic acidosis does not require specific treatment.  Well controlled blood pressure.  Continue present blood pressure medicines.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Other chemistries stable.  Plan to see her back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
