Dear Dr. Terry:

This is a followup for Mr. Bradley who has chronic kidney disease.  Last visit November a year ago.  It is my understanding was evaluated emergency room for headaches at Grand Rapids and all workup was negative.  Some night cramps but no claudication symptoms.  No changes in appetite or eating.  No bowel or urinary symptoms.  No edema or claudication.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.
Review of System:  Negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  On a number of vitamin supplementation, takes no active medications.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 184, previously 183 and blood pressure 134/76 on the left-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No major edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries from December.  No anemia.  Normal white blood cells and platelets.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Creatinine 1.2, which is baseline representing a GFR 51 stage III.  Normal calcium and phosphorus.  Normal magnesium.  PTH mildly elevated at 102.  Normal thyroid.  Normal albumin.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime, no progression.  Not symptomatic.  Normal blood pressure without treatment.  No anemia.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Continue present vitamin supplementation.  Minor secondary hyperparathyroidism does not require treatment.  Has irritable bowel syndrome.  Plan to see him back on the next six to nine months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
