HISTORY: This is a 44-year-old gentleman who was seen via TeleMed for Suboxone refill. This gentleman has a history of opioid use disorder, he is currently on Suboxone, he is requesting a refill, the patient indicated that he is currently admitted in the hospital because two days ago he had to be in the emergency room because of the loss of vision. The patient indicated that he is still in the hospital admitted, he is expected to be released on 01/08/2025. His spouse reported to the clinic in order to collect his medication and she brought documentation to confirm that the patient is indeed admitted. The patient stated at the moment he has no nausea, no vomiting, no diarrhea. He states he has no headache. He states he is having normal bowel movements and urinating well. He states that he is under a neurologist’s care at the moment and they are doing studies as to figure out why he has vision loss.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient speaks in full sentences on the phone. He does not appear to have shortness of breath.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Opioid use disorder.

2. Medication refill.

PLAN: The patient’s medication was refilled as follows: Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film, he will take one film SL b.i.d. for 30 days, #60, no refills. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none. He states he is feeling much better in the hospital and will return in a month in person for followup.
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
