MAINTENANCE EXAM: Mammogram is up-to-date. Cologuard is up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink.
FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for stroke and coronary artery disease. No colon cancer. No breast cancer. Diabetes, high blood pressure, and history of myocardial infarction.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Weight today is 174 pounds, up 3 pounds. No chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure, or convulsion noted.
