Dear Annu:

This is a followup for Mrs. Groh who has chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in January.  Did chemotherapy and completed bilateral mastectomy Dr. Pilkington without complications.  Also bilateral cataract surgery with lens implant for severe thrombocytopenia thought to be related to enlargement of the spleen this was removed, also Dr. Pilkington without any complications.  Good response from low platelets in the 30s to 40s to presently normal high.  Has soft stools without bleeding.  Weight and appetite are stable.  No vomiting, dysphagia or abdominal pain.  Good urination.  No symptoms.  Presently no edema.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  Review of system done extensively being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Lopressor, to be started on losartan, on cholesterol treatment.
Physical Exam:  Present weight is stable 138 and blood pressure left-sided 150/80 needs to be checked at home.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no major abnormalities.  No abdominal tenderness.  No edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries November; creatinine 0.9, which is normal few years back as high as 1.3 and 1.4.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
I review pathology report of the spleen.  No malignancy.
Assessment and Plan:  Present kidney function is normal.  Blood pressure in the office running high, but needs to be checked at home.  Recent above surgery as discussed previously.  Recent splenectomy with good response for platelet returning to normal.  Everything else is stable.  I will go standby that there are no active issues from eyesight.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
